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From the East and South West

Once you are travelling on the A331 (south) from the
M3 (junction 4) you will need to take the 4th exit
signed for North camp. Take the 4th exit off the
roundabout. At the next roundabout take the 1st exit
(passing shops on right). At the next roundabout take
the 2nd exit. The next roundabout take the first exit
onto dual carriageway for approximately a mile where
you will need to take the first exit.

At the junction turn left and continue straight

over the traffic lights into Alison’s Road, straight over
the roundabout then into the right hand lane of the
dual carriageway continuing into Thornhill Road pass
the Garrisons Sergeants Mess and Clayton Barracks
on the right. Turn at the next right into Gallwey Road,
you will see signs for the Dry Ski Slope; continue up
this road. Thornhill Barracks is on the right,
immediately before the Ski Slope. The RTC is the first
building on the right hand side.

Rail

Frequent trains operate from London, Waterloo, and
Aldershot. It is a 20 minute walk or a 5 minute taxi
ride from the Station to the Centre.
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
